SHOPPING

When we run short of some things that we need right away, we go to the nearest shop. We should be able to get what we need there. The most commonly frequented shops are food stores. That´s where we go to buy what is most important for us and the most in demand – foos and drinks. 

We diskriminate varios shopps, for example butcher´s, greengrocer´s, chemist´c, shoe shop, book shop, stationery, camera shop, florist´s, furniture shop, hairdresser´s, tabacconist, recorde shop, toy shop.

At the drugstore  (dragstór) we select soap, shampoo, skin cream, toothbrush and toothpaste. At the chemist´s we can also purchare detergents forr the washing of dishes, windows, floors and carpets. (parčer, deterdžens).

Very often we have to visit a pharmacy. We can buy pills, ointments or drops, and vitamin candy too. 

In a home accessories (ekssori) store we can select what we need for our hosehold (spoons, knives, plates, mugs, cups, pans, oven, cooker, food mixer, freezer).

In a stationery shop we usually buy accessories for the school and office (exercise books, pencils, pens, envelopes, stamps and calendars).

If we do not have the time to run from one shop to another, we can go to a department store. (There are various goods). We can play in cash, by cheque or with a credit card.
